To the managerial authorities of Primary Schools

Parent/Teacher and Staff Meetings in 2003/2004
The Minister for Education and Science wishes to advise managerial authorities of primary schools of the following commitments agreed under the terms of the Social Partnership Agreement 2003-2005 Sustaining Progress and requests such authorities to make the necessary arrangements with effect from the commencement of the 2003/2004 school year:

Staff meetings

In respect of one staff meeting per term, schools will make provision to allocate from normal school time a period equivalent to the time given outside school.

(Example: A staff meeting of two hours duration which was normally held before school closing time should now take place one hour inside and one hour outside normal school closing time.)    

Parent/Teacher meetings 

All parties agree that co-operation and consultation between schools and parents makes a significant contribution to the education and welfare of students. It is agreed that arrangements will be made in all schools to facilitate such cooperation and consultation.  The following specific provisions will be made:

In respect of the student review meeting with parents, primary schools will make provision to allocate from normal school time a period equivalent to the time given outside school.  

(Example:  A parent/teacher meeting of four hours duration which was normally held during school time should now take place two hours inside and two hours outside normal school closing time.)
