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The information on an individual risk assessment should be regarding as highly confidential and appropriate security/safeguards should be in place to ensure confidentiality.
Pupils should follow the guidance of their hospital consultant or GP and all lead professionals. Parents should be involved in the Risk Assessment process. 
The severity ratings are low if the child is double vaccinated and boosted, if not then they should be adjusted upwards. It is dependent on the child’s medical circumstances.

· Ensure good natural ventilation is maintained throughout the work place, e.g. open windows.
· Ensure any classroom where this pupil/student is located is fitted with a CO2 monitor which is monitored throughout the school day.
· Ensure directional signage is displayed throughout the premises to ensure social distancing.

· Provide individual hand sanitisers for use 
· Encourage regular handwashing and individual respiratory hygiene i.e. Catch it, bin it, kill it, practises are operational.

· Where possible avoid the sharing of resources, the pupil should be issued with their own equipment. When this is not possible, shared equipment should be cleaned down prior to use.

· If possible, allow the pupil to access their school environment through separate entrances/exits.

· Provide Personal Protective Equipment (PPE), if required by a PPE risk assessment, to the member of staff working with the pupil.  Staff must receive training on correct donning and doffing of PPE.
